Conflict Resolution on the field.
During games it is only natural for conflicts to arise, how teams handle these conflicts are of the utmost importance to our league. When a conflict comes up for any reason at any time these are the steps our league expects you to take.

1. Captains should discuss before any game any potential rules or situations that might cause confusion or conflict in a game in a respectful manner.

2. All conflicts will be handled by team captains ONLY, and they will remove themselves from any teammates hearing, away from the players.

3. Team captains will discuss conflict in a respectful manner with no swearing, yelling, or degrading comments.

4. Team captains are responsible for making sure their team behaves in a respectful manner of not swearing, yelling, or degrading the other players in any way.

5. Team captains will resolve the conflict and report to their team the outcome and emphasize that it is over and no further action is needed.

6. Make sure that the captain of each team is someone who can handle any conflicts with respect and be able to diffuse a situation rather than ignite a situation. Someone who has the respect of their teammates that when they say to “shut up”, the team shuts up.

7. If any team feels like they are being disrespected by another team and can not seem to resolve it, then that team is free to leave the game and file a complaint to the executive.

8. After a conflict has been resolved on the field a team can get further clarification of rules from the Rules executive after the game is over.
9. Conflict resolution is often about being flexible, patient, and communicating well, and most of all remembering that this is a * Fun league * and means nothing worth getting upset about.

In conclusion just remember that this is a fun league and winning and losing is a non factor for this league, so resolve conflicts in a respectful and gracious way. Remember whether you win or lose you will never be as bad as Major Cash, lol. If we follow these guidelines to resolve conflicts there should be no problems we can not handle.
